- Verify that monitor cable is connected to Video Controller.
- Verify that 12V circuit is on (i.e., ignition position).

« No Video: (Blue screen)
- Make sure all cables are connected correctly.
- Make sure Source (DVD player, etc...) is “ON.”
- Make sure Source (DVD player, etc...) is in “PLAY" mode.
- Press TV/AV button to ensure correct Input is selected.
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
